   club must have 20 or more members in good standing and must be approved

   by the American Kennel Club to hold sanctioned matches.
* All entries on the application form must be completed. Mark “NA” for those

   entries that are not applicable.

* The application should be filled out by either typing or printing clearly using a

   dark pen. 

* The application and The Code of Ethic must be signed by the applying Club’s

   President.

* A list of the names, addresses, and telephone numbers of the applying Club’s

   membership must accompany the application.

* Incomplete applications will be returned to the applicant for correction. 

* First year Chapter Club Membership dues of $50 and a non-refundable

   application processing fee of $10 must be included with the application. Do not

   send cash. Checks or money orders should be made payable to the Pug Dog

   Club of American (PDCA).

* Properly completed applications and accompanying payment should be mailed

   to the PDCA Membership Chairman as indicated on the application form for

   processing.

* The applying Club’s name will be published in the PDCA Bulletin. The Club

   Bulletin is published in May, August and December. Applicants will be voted on

   within 30 days of publication by the Board of Directors.  Should any concern be

   received from the membership regarding an applicant, the application will be

   held over for discussion and will be voted on in a closed session at the next

   scheduled in-person Board meeting.
